and researchers.

1.2  Scope andCoverage

1.2.3 From ASI 201415, the units with 100 or morEmploymentnot registered under the Section
2m(i) and 2ngii) of the Factories A¢t1948 but registed under any of the seven Acdt8oard/
Authority viz.,, Companies Act. 1956-actories Act. 1948&hops and Commercial Establishment,Act
Societies Registration ActCo-operative Societies ActKhadi and Village Industries Board
Directorate of Industries (District Industries Centre) in the Bess Register of Establishments (BRE)

as prepared by the State Governments and available with National Accounts Division and verified by
Field Operations Division (FOD) of National Statistical Off{#®¢SO), Gol are also considered for
selectionin the surey. The work of preparation ddusinessRegister of Maharashtra is in progress



using ITES services. After completion of business register work, it will be shared to NSO, Gol for
further utilization for selection in the survey.

1.2.4 Although the scope oASI extends to all registered manufacturing establishments in the
country, deferce establishmentil storage and distribution depptestaurantshotels cafe and
computer servicedepartmental units such as railway workshdpsC workshopsGovt. Mints,
sanitary water supplygas storage units etc. are excluded from the purview of the Survey.

1.3  Unit of Enumeration: The primary unit of enumeration in the survey is a factory irctise

of manufacturing industriea workshop in the case of repair servj@sundertaking or a licensee in
the case of electricifygas & water supply undertakings and an establishment in the case of Bidi &
Cigar industries. The owner of two or more establishments located in the sdeneaBte sectoB(di,
factory or electricity)and pertaining to the same industry gr¢@igit industry code)however is
permitted to furnish a singleonsolidated returnWHU P H G DaturpER)LQ W X®risolidated
returns are a common featunethe case of Bidi and Cigar establishmefatslectricity undertakings.

14  ASI Schedule:The schedule for ASI has two parts. Past ASI schedule aims to collect data

ASI schedule is processed by the Labour Bureau. It aims to collect data on different aspects of labour

15 Classification of Industries:

1.5.1 Central Product Classification (CPC) serves as the reference classification for all product
classifications within the international system of economic classifications put in place by the United
Nations. It is a complete productassification covering all goods and services that follows the
definition of products within the SNA framework. The National Product Classification for
Manufacturing Sector (NPCMS) 2011, aligit product classification developed by IS Wing, Kolkata

is based on Sections 0 to 4 of CPC, Version 2.0 that relate to products of manufacturing sector.
NPCMS2011 (Revised) codes have been used to record input & output items in Bldaksd- of

ASI schedule.

1.5.2 The NIG2008 is followed to classify economictevities of all the factories in the ASI frame

in their appropriate industry groups on the basis of the principal product manufadthueda
manufacturing unit gets classified in one and only one industry group even though it might be
manufacturing praucts belonging to different industry groupse list of2/3-digit level of NIG-2008

codes under coverage along with description is given in AnndXur&éhe estimates for different
aggregates psented in this report at 2dgit level of industry correspond to NHZ008 classification.

16  ASI Frame: Availability of a complete and ufp-date frame listing of all the eligible units is

an essential preequisite for any largscale survey. Irfact, availability of proper frame is one of the

most critical requirements for working out correct multiplier to arrive at proper estimate. The ASI
frame is based on thests of registered factoriagiits maintained by the Directorate of Industrial
Safety andHealth (DISH) in eacl$state and those maintained by registration authorities in respect of
Bidi and Cigar establishments and electricity undertakings. The frame is being revised and updated
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periodically by the Regional Offices of the Field Operations $davi of National Sample Survey
Office in consultation with the DISH in the state. At the timeeofsion,the names of thée-registered
factories are removed from the ASI frame and those of the newly registered factories aré/added.
updating the frane,only new registrations are added to the existing framgpite of regular updating

of the framequite a number of factories selected for the survey are getting deleted during the survey
owning to various reasons like neristencederegistration at of coverage etc.

1.7 Reference Period:Reference period for ASI is the accounting year of the industrial unit
ending on any day during the financial year. e.g. for AS| 2I¥ &he data collected from the respective
industrial units relate to their accounting year ended on any day bet#apgril1 2018 and 3¥March
20109.

18  Survey Period: The survey period for A&201819 was January2020 toJune, 2020. Due to
countrywice Covid-19 pandemigsituation, the survey period was further extendddgocember2020.

19  Sampling Design

19.1 As per sampling design adopted in ASI 22189 ASI sample comprises of two parts
Central Sample and State Sample. The Central Sample consists of two schemes: Census and Sampl

1.13.2 As the Collection of Statistics A@008 prohibits the disclosure of the data relating to individual
factory, the data related to less than three factoniesy industry groupdistrict, have beewombined
to a similarindustry group.

1.13.3In the course of tabulation of dathe figures were rounded off to the nearest integer at various
levels of aggregatiorConsequentlythere can be a slight variation in the totals represented at higher
levels of aggregates and the sum of corresponding constitutes published in th@& haisl&tate level
figures may not tally with the sum of District level figures. Similarlylatlugry figures may not tally

with the sum of individual industry figures for the same reason. Also, the indusetotals at lower

level may not tally with the next higher level due to merging of industries carried out at different levels

1.13.4 All the estimates are subject to Statistical Error as these are estimated on the basis of a selected
sample

1.13.5In certain caseshere may be abnormal growth/decline in some characteristics compared to the
previous year. The possible reasons for the sames dofi@ws:

a. Inclusion of new units in the framparticularly in the Census Sector.

b. Selection/norselection of some sample uniteaving considerable value of multiplier
attached to it.

c. Closure/NorOperation of unitswhich had the significant effect otne economy in the
previous year.

d. Movement of Sample units in the previous year to Census units in the curremtepsarding
either on the size of employment or due to the sampling strategy oahdthiceversa.

A number of accounting economic and other terms related to the factories are used in conduct
of Annual Survey of Industriegor Proper assessment and interpretation of ASI data those are given
below.

2. Accounting Year For the purpose of ASI the accding year is the period on which the factory
closes its books of account. With the enactment of Income Tax Act by and large the accounting year
of all factories is from April to March.

3. Reference Periodlt is corresponding to the financial ye&or ASI 201819 the reference
period is the fiancial year commencing froni April 2018 and ending on 31March 2019or the
accounting year of the factory endingamy date between 01.04.2018 to 31.03.2019

4. Survey Period The survey period for AR201819 was January2020 toJune, 2020. Due to
countrywide Covidl9 pandemigsituation, the survey period was further extendddgocember2020.

5. Factory (as per the Factories Act 1948Jactoryis one which is registered under Sections
2m(i) and 2m(ii) of tle Factories Act 1948. The Sections 2m(i) and 2m(ii) refer to any premises
includingthe precincts thereof (i) whereten or more workers are working or were working on any

day of the preceding twelve months and in any part of which a manufacturing psdoeiss) carried

on with the aid of power or is ordinarily so carried on or (ii) wherein twenty or more workers are
working or were working on any day of the preceding twelve months and in any part of which a
manufacturing process is being carried on wuththe aid of power or is ordinarily so carried on.
Closed factories with fixed assets on site are also considered as registered factories till they are

8. Fixed Capital: Fixed Capital represents the depreciated value of fixed assets owned by the
factory as on the closing day of the accounting year. Fixed assets arentiiosehave normal
productive life of more than one year. Fixed capital covers all type of agseisor used or own
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constructed deployed for productionstransportation living or recreational facilitieshospitals

schools etc. for factory personnel. It would include |amdlding, plant and machinerytransport
equipment etc. It includes the fixed assets of the head office allocable to the factory and also the full
value of assets taken on hparchase basis (Wtteer fully paid or not) excluding interest element. It
excludes intangible assets and assets solely used fanpasitfacturing activities such as sat®rage
distribution etc.
